For each short shot that you capture, look at what you have shot and ask the following questions. If you have any ticks in the right hand column (i.e. a ‘no’ answer regarding the picture or a ‘yes’ answer regarding audio, then your shot doesn’t meet the minimum technical requirements and you should NOT capture the clip unless you really don’t have anything else!!
